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Brief Histories of the Museums

Bridgestone Museum of Art

On January 8, 1952, Shgjird Ishibashi (1889-1976), wishing to promote cultural development in Japan, opened to the public an
art gallery within the newly-completed Bridgestone Building under the name of the “Bridgestone Gallery”. The works of art, both
Japanese and foreign, which he had collected over the years formed the nucleus of the exhibits. In April 1956, the Ishibashi
Foundation was established to take over the management of the Gallery, and in September 1961, Ishibashi donated the works in
the Gallery to the Foundation. In May 1959, the Gallery was enlarged to twice its original size and entirely renovated. In January
1968, the English name was changed from the “Bridgestone Gallery” to the “Bridgestone Museum of Art”.

Ishibashi Museum of Art

On April 26, 1956, in commemoration of the 25th anniversary of the Bridgestone Corporation, Shojiro Ishibashi, the founder of
the Corporation, donated the Ishibashi Cultural Center to his home town of Kurume to render a public service and promote
cultural development. The Ishibashi Museum of Art (originally the Ishibashi Art Gallery) is the principal institution in the Center.
In 1971, the English name was changed from the “Ishibashi Art Gallery” to the “Ishibashi Museum of Art”. In 1977, the Museum
building was enlarged and renovated, thanks to a contribution from the Ishibashi family, and in April of the same year the city of
Kurume entrusted the Ishibashi Foundation with the management of the Museum.

Ishibashi Museum of Art, Asian Gallery

On January 8, 1995, Kanichiro Ishibashi, son of Shojiro Ishibashi donated to the city of Kurume a new museum especially
designated to exhibit Shojird’s collection of Asian Arts, such as brush painting, calligraphy, porcelain works. The museum has
been open to the public since October 17, 1996, after careful observation and research for over a year. Since the time of its
donation to Kurume, the museum is being managed by the Ishibashi Foundation, along with the Ishibashi Museum of Art.

On April 24, 1998, Ishibashi Hiroshi, Miyahara Mikiko, and Ishibashi Tomoko, the family of the late Ishibashi Kan'ichird,
who died on June 30, 1997 at the age of 77, donated to the Bridgestone Museum of Art, the Ishibashi Museum of Art, and
the Ishibashi Museum of Art, Asian Gallery, the collection of artworks which the late Mr. Ishibashi and his wife Saeko,
who died in 1994, had gathered over the course of many years. The collection contains a total of 468 pieces, including
examples of post-World War Il art by such masters as Fautrier, Zao Wou-Ki, and Dubuffet, which Mr. and Mrs. Ishibashi
truly loved, earlier modern painting by Monet, Marquet, Redon, and others, sculpture by artists such as Brancusi and
Marini, and modern Japanese-style painting by Yamashita Shintaro, Yasui Sotaro, and others, as well as Japanese and
Chinese painting and calligraphy, ceramics, and lacquerware inherited from Ishibashi Shgjira.

Thanks to this valuable gift, the collections of the Bridgestone Museum of Art, the Ishibashi Museum of Art, and the
Ishibashi Museum of Art, Asian Gallery, have gained even greater depth. We wish to take this opportunity to express
our appreciation to the family of the late Mr. Ishibashi Kan'’ichird for their generosity.
